AVAILABLE FUNDS: Available funds refer to other funds availakide &ppropriation
by the Town Meeting, such as Wetland Protection$Cemetery Lot sales and
Perpetual Care Interest and old article balandesned to revenue.

OVERLAY, ALSO CALLED ALLOWANCE FOR ABATEMENTS AND
EXEMPTIONS

The overlay is the amount raised by the Assessaggaess of appropriations and other
charges for the purpose of creating a fund to ctasenbatements granted and avoiding
fractions in the tax rate. It cannot exceed 5%hneflevy.

FREE CASH Certified each year by the Director of Statedawr of Accounts, this is the
portion of the fund balance which is availabledppropriation by a Vote of Town
Meeting. Itis not cash, but rather is the appr@ate total of cash and receivables less
current liabilities and earmarked reserves.

TRANSFER The authorization to use an appropriation fdifeerent purpose; in most
cases only the Town Meeting may authorize a transfe

RESERVE FUND This fund is established by the voters at anushiTown Meeting
only and is composed of an appropriation (not eaicep5% of the tax levy of the
preceding year). Transfers from the Reserve Fumdvdhin the exclusive control of the
Finance Committee, and are for “extraordinary dotgseen” situations, normally
emergencies.

STABILIZATION FUND: This is a special reserve for future expendguréhe
aggregate amount in the fund shall not exceedatime, 10% of the valuation in the
preceding year. Money may be voted into the fupd majority vote at Town Meeting.
Money may be appropriated from the fund only bwa-thirds vote at Town Meeting for
any municipal purpose.

CHERRY SHEET An annual statement received from the State Beyat of Revenue
detailing estimated receipts for the next fiscaryfiom various State Aid accounts and
estimated charges payable by the assessors imgsitté tax rate. Named for the cherry
colored paper, which the State traditionally hastpd it on.

If a majority
of the voters approve the ballot question the amlthl amount for the payment of the
capital project cost is added to the levy limitexry ceiling only for the year in which the
project is being undertaken.

CONTINGENT VOTES Chapter 634 of the Acts of 1989 permits a Toweekihg to
appropriate funds contingent upon passage of seredem question (OVERRIDE). A
contingent vote does not automatically result iroaerride referendum. An override
referendum can only be called by the Board of $elen. If a referendum is called by
the Selectmen it must take place within forty-fdeeys of the Town Meeting vote.

MUNICIPAL SIGNS, TEMPORARY: Signs posted for 60 or fewer days by a Town
entity and placed on municipal property for thegmse of promoting a town-sponsored
event or alerting the public to a public safety teabr event. For regulations, see 1.07.
ON-PREMISE SIGN: Signs placed on the same property where a busméssated.
The sum of all signage on a property shall not eddbat allowed in Sections 1.04, 1.06
unless otherwise exempted.

OFF-PREMISE SIGN: Signs placed on property separate from where anbssiis
located. For regulations, see 1.06 A.3.

QUARTERBOARD, RESIDENTIAL: A decoratively carved and painted wood sign
fashioned after those traditionally used on sailiagsels. For regulations, see 1.06 A(5).
REAL ESTATE SIGNS: A temporary wall or ground sign advertising thieseental,

or lease of a designated structure or land area f@rmitted use on which the signs are
located. For regulations, see 1.06 A.6.

SIGN: Sign shall mean and include every advertising agessannouncement,
declaration, demonstration, illustration, insigrgarface or space erected or maintained
in view of the observer thereof primarily for idéiation, advertisement, or promotion
of the interest of any person, entity, productsenvice. The definition of a sign shall also
include the sign structure, supports, lighting systand any attachments, flags,
ornaments or other features used to draw the aiteot observers and shall further
include collection boxes. Indoor or outdoor digglaf merchandise for sale at retail on
the premises shall not be considered a sign foptineoses of this by-law. The definition
does not include decorations or ornamentationishadt integral to the nature of the
business or the purpose of the sign.

SIGN PERMIT: A permit issued by the Building Department for grection,
construction, enlargement, alteration, repairnguriovement of any sign requiring a
permit. Such permit shall be permanently displaged available. At the option of the
Building Official temporary and/or off-premises sgmay require a special sticker.
SUBDIVISION SIGNS: A sign placed at the street entrance to a subdivisFor
regulations, see 1.06 A.7.

TEMPORARY SIGNS: Temporary signs may not exceed nine (9) squatarfegea

and may not be more than four (4) feet in heigktmporary signs maybe placed on
commercial properties no more than twice a yeaday® in succession each time.
Temporary signs may advertise special sales, arsaries, grand openings, and other
similar special events.

FLYERS: Flyers for special events measuring not more than(2) square feet in total
area.

UMBRELLA SIGNS: Signage as part of an umbrella that advertiseadhge of a
particular establishment or a product for salelendremises. For regulations, see 1.06
D.

VENDING MACHINES : The portion of any internally illuminated vendintachine
which advertises a product. For regulations, s@é k.
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WALL SIGN: A sign attached to, painted on, or erected againgtll or roof of a
building or structure whose display surface isegigparallel or perpendicular to the face
of the building. For regulations, see 1.06 F.

WATER DEPARTMENT SIGN: A municipal sign that includes any sign erected by
the Town of Harwich Water Department to alert thbl to any drinking water related
event, including but not limited to flushing of ppand water use restrictions.

1.03 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

A.

Before a non exempt sign (see 1.08) is erectedstagrted, structurally altered or
moved, it shall conform to all applicable requirertsecontained in this bylaw,
including Historic District requirements when agplble, and shall be approved and
shall have received a permit from a Building O#iainless the sign is expressly
exempted herein from the provisions of this bylaw.

Before any sign receives a permit from a Buildirffjcial the application shall be
reviewed by Planning Department Staff.

. A pre-application conference with the Building Depgent is encouraged in order for

the applicant to become acquainted with applicgbimtedures, design standards,

and related Town ordinances.

Sign placement shall not create a hazard or inerf&h snow removal, or vision or
movement of motorists, pedestrians and bicyclists.

All signs shall be reasonably placed so as to hetwre other signs.

No signs shall be located in a public right-of-weyr shall they be located so as to
block a public or private sidewalk, stairway, diagy or parking lot or impair sight

distances for motorist or pedestrians.

. No sign shall be affixed to or posted in front afaguard rails located in a public

right-of-way.

. Signs shall be externally lit or backlit only artth be designed, installed and

maintained so as to eliminate or minimize upwardated light and glare and so that
lights illuminate only the sign, and not propertlieh adjoins or is nearby.
Non-municipal developments having more than onagdant or use within a project
or premise shall provide a Master Sign Plan forehire structure or project for
review and approval by the Planning Departmentf $tabr to any sign permit
approval by a Building Official.

Luminous tube/neon/internally illuminated signs peemitted to be displayed in
windows or on vending machine(s) only. The totabaof all luminous
tube/neon/internally illuminated signs shall notesd six (6) square feet. No
animated signs are permitted.

1.04 SIGN AREA MEASUREMENT:
Unless otherwise specified in the Definition, ajrs shall meet the area measurement

requirements of this section.

The area of a sign face shall be computed by meamnt of the smallest square, circle,

rectangle, triangle, or combination thereof thdt emcompass the extreme limits of
the writing, representation, emblem, or other digpThis shall include any material
or color forming an integral part of the backgrowidhe display or used to
differentiate the sign from the backdrop or stroetagainst which it is placed. The
area calculation shall not include structural suppg framework, bracing or wall. If
any advertising is present on the supports of &, $ige area of the supports will count
towards the total allowable signage. Where thesdwao faces back to back, the total
area of the largest face shall determine the drdsesign.
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No ground sign may exceed twelve (12) feet in heugiess otherwise specified.
For single tenannhon-municipal business accessed directly fromeestright-of-way or

parking area, the maximum permitted area of all @emptsigns shall be forty-eight
(48) square feet per respective public entrancadia¢ Non exempt signs counting
towards the forty-eight (48) square feet includg sign on a property at any time,
including but not limited to signs put out and take on a daily basis, and signs in
windows.

Non-municipal developments having more than onagdant or use within a project or

premise, may construct:
1. One (1) cluster sign containing the name of theetitggment and/or listings of

individual businesses, products or services withendevelopment of up to sixty
square feet (60 sq. ft.).

. Each tenant may have signage at the location ofttisiness of up to forty-eight

square feet (48 sq. ft.) per public entrance fachida exempt signs counting
towards the forty-eight (48) square feet includg sign on a property at any
time, including but not limited to signs put outdaiaken in on a daily basis, and
signs in windows.

. Total sign area within the Master Sign Plan is eabjo the size limitations of this

Section. Sign area cannot be transferred to aesimglding or facade from other
buildings in the project. In addition, the amouohsignage assigned to a specific

space in a building shall be tied to that spaceuthin the lease or purchase
agreement. Under no circumstances may the signdesignated for an
individual space be transferred to another spatieeirsame building or complex.

Additional cluster signs may be allowed by spep&imit from the Planning Board.

Signage in excess of forty eight (48) square fead/or allocation of total allowed
square footage over entry and non-entry facadegfaenced above in D and E.2
may also be allowed by special permit from the Rilagn Board.

1.05 CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE:

A.

All signs and sign structures shall be construofethaterials of sufficient strength
and quality to withstand weathering or deteriomatiy wind, moisture and other
natural elements, and shall be maintained in a stagjood repair with all braces,
bolts, supporting framework, fastenings, letteramgl design work free from
deterioration.

. Old signs and related hardware/structural sup@bradl be removed before any new
sign is erected unless the old sign and relatedWsae/structural supports have been

incorporated into the overall design or structsigdport of the new sign and
approved pursuant to this section.

. A Building Official shall have the authority to adthe repair, alteration or removal

of any sign or structure which constitutes a hatamglblic health and safety, or
which is otherwise not in compliance with this wla

If an immediate public safety concern so requihresBuilding Official may take any
necessary action including removal of a sign.

1.06 ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR SPECIFIC SIGNAGE

ON PRIVATE AND COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES

1. CAUTIONARY SIGNS: May be posted on each lot line, however, no signs

may be within one hundred feet (100’) of each atl@autionary signs are limited to one
(1) square foot or less per sign.

A person seeking to erect a
home occupation sign shall be required to completdhome occupation work sheet with
the Building Department.

(Definitions) of this by-law which may be postedhin a residential district
and opposite the exit ramps for Route 6 on Rou?dsahd 137.
iii. Entities wishing to place off-premise sighage State-owned property or
within State rights-of-way not listed above suctRasite 28, the off-ramps at
Route 6 on Routes 124 and 137 shall seek permifsionthe State, in
addition to meeting local requirements.
iv. An off-premise sign shall be included in théccdation of total allowable
signage for the property or business it is plageahuand shall not be in
addition to allowable signage as specified in #aistion unless otherwise
exempted.
vi. No permanent, non-commercial, non-municipahsall be allowed on
any municipal property, except in accordance wiitlofathe requirements set
forth herein.

4. POLITICAL SIGNS: Politicalsigns are allowed in all zoning districts on
private property with the authorization of the ownéthe property on which the sign is
to bedisplayed. The signs must be removed within 60 days of posimgne week
following the date of the election for which itpssted.

5. QUARTERBOARD, RESIDENTIAL: A residential quarterboard shall not
advertise a business or profession and shall regeskeighteen (18) inches in height or
ten (10) feet in lengtand shall be wall mounted.

6. REAL ESTATE SIGN: One sign of not more than nine (9) square feail sh

be allowed per street frontage, shall not be illated, shall not be located within

the public right-of-wayand shall be removed immediately once the propserty
rented, leased or sale is completed.

7. SUBDIVISION SIGN: One externally illuminated sign may appear aheac
streetentrance and is limited to a maximum of twenty (&)are feet per sign and may
not exceed six (6) feet in height.

8. PARKING SIGNS: Shall be limited to one (1) square foot per parlspgce.

B. TEMPORARY SIGNS ON MUNICIPAL PROPERTY:
A temporary, non-commercial, non-municipal sign rbaylocated on municipal property
if all of the requirements set forth herein aressiad:
1. The sponsoring organization of any temporargiooff-premise signs shall be
required to file a notice with a Building Officigtior to display.
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2. Temporary signs shall be erected for no more @tadays and removed within
72 hours after the event.
3. Temporary signs shall conform to all applicaielguirements.
4. Temporary signs may be posted in the desigmatedcipal areas after notice
has been filed with the Building Official. Approvéatations for sitting a
temporary, non-commercial, non-municipal sign omiagal property shall
include only those specifically and physically dgsited five-foot by twenty
areas at the following locations:

HARWICH CENTER

The Water Tank on Route 39, on the west side ofltiveway entrance

(closest to Thompsons Field).

EAST HARWICH

The intersection of Routes 39/137, at the Firei@t2, on the corner at

the so-called “flagpole parcel.”

NORTH HARWICH

The Transfer Station, at the right side of theamte on the grass strip.

HARWICHPORT CENTER

Doane Park on Route 28 on the north side of thie glang Rt. 28.
5. The Town shall not be responsible to maintaisadeguard any non-municipal
sign on municipal property and such placement die#ntirely at the sign
owner’s risk.
6. Any sign placed on any municipal property, otivan as specified herein,
may be removed by the Building Official. Such sgirall be retained by him for
14 days and may be reclaimed with a payment ofdRfer sign. After 14 days,
such sign shall be disposed of without any pridrogao the sign owner or
liability for damages by the town.
7. No temporary, non-commercial, non-municipahsgall be allowed at the
above-specified locations, unless it satisfiesotiewing requirements:

a. It shall not exceed 3’ x 3’ feet in size and exteed 6 feet in
height.

b. It shall not be in place for more than 60 days.

C. It shall not be chained, locked or permanerffixed to any
surface, structure or landscape feature.

d. It shall not block a public sidewalk, stairwayiveway or parking
lot, nor shall it impair sight distances for mogsi

e. It shall not be placed so as to block any osiggr already in place.

8. Entities wishing to place off-premise signagenwunicipal property not listed
above shall seek permission from the Board of $®lexc during a scheduled
public hearing.

9. No sign exempted under 1.08 shall be allowetherabove referenced
municipal properties.

C. FLYERS: For those flyers not displayed in windows, thieglknot be attached
to trees, utility poles or be located within a pabight-of-way. Such flyers may be
posted for no more than 60 days and must be remwiteth one week after the event.
Flyers posted in violation of this by-law shall fihject to removal by the Building
Official without liability to the Town.

D. UMBRELLA SIGNS: Umbrellas containing the name of a particular
establishment shall count against the establishmtatal signage. Umbrellas containing
the name of a product for sale on the premise$ sbatount against the establishment’s
total signage.
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E. VENDING MACHINES: Vending machines shall be counted against thé tota
allowable signage unless exempted under 1.08 emially located and shielded from
public view.

F. WALL SIGN: Projecting wall signs shall extend no more thartyt-six (36)
inches from the surface upon which it is attaclséadll not exceed the height of the
building on which it is mounted and must have asteeight (8) feet of ground clearance

1.07 ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS FOR MUNICIPAL SIGNS

A. A temporary or permanent municipal sign maylaed on municipal property,
provided all of the requirements set forth hereasatisfied.

B. Municipal signs that announce water systerarmftion or municipal traffic signs,
as approved by the Harwich Police and Harwich Depamt of Highways and
Maintenance, shall be permitted in a public rightvay as a matter of right.

C. Permanent municipal signs shall not exceed 60 sdeat for ground signs or 48
square feet for wall signs.

D. Town departments shall have authority over any plgned on the land and/or
buildings under their control, including signs mddy other Harwich municipal entities.
Signs may remain in place as needed, at the discret the entity with authority over
the property. Notice of such signs shall be resguio be filed by the Town entity with a
Building Official prior to display. Note that thdoes not apply to the following:
Election/Town Meeting Signage, Water Departmenh&ig.

1.09 NON-CONFORMING SIGNS:

Lawfully pre-existing signs that do not comply witke provisions of this bylaw at the
time of its adoption may be maintained so longhay tare kept in a state of good repair
as specified in Section 1.05 of this bylaw, andbsg as they are not relocated, replaced
or structurally altered. Pre-existing signs that mlocated, replaced, structurally altered
or not kept in a state of good repair as specifiedection 1.05 of this by-law, shall not
be allowed to continue as non-conforming signssrall require new permits and
compliance with this by-law. A lawfully pre-exisg non-conforming sign destroyed by
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natural disaster or accident can be replaced loynao$ the same dimensions in the same
location as the original sign.

1.10 APPEALS:

Any applicant, who believes a denial is not justifihas the right to appeal to the Board
of Appeals, and to appear at a meeting for whicip@r notice can be given and agenda
time is available. Intention to take an appedahtBoard of Appeals shall be filed with
the Town Clerk in writing within thirty (30) busise days following the denial of the
permit by aBuilding Official, pursuant to Chapter 40A. Apmlitts appealing to the
Board of Appeals may request review of the decisioa Building Official or a variance
to the Sign Regulation pursuant to MGL Chapter 8¥&tion 10.

1.11 VIOLATIONS OF THIS BY-LAW:
Violation of this By-law is subject to enforcemexttion through the Building
Department pursuant to Section X.D of the Town afwlch Zoning By-law.

1.12 SEVERABILITY:

If any provision of this By-law is held invalid kaycourt of competent jurisdiction, the
remainder of the By-law shall not be affected thgreThe invalidity of any section or
sections or parts of any section or sections af By-law shall not affect the validity of
the remainder of the Harwich Zoning By-law.
